Our annual 
tuition fee structure is set each year by 
the Board of Directors and approved by 
the membership in a Spring financial 
meeting.  Our Board is committed to 
serving families with a vibrant tuition 
assistance program and the opportunity 
to apply for bursaries.  As we launch our 
second campus and high school, we are 
thrilled to announce that we will host one 
tuition rate for all students, JK to Grade 
12.  This means that if you have children 
attending STCCS across any grades, you 
will pay ONE rate.
